Red Deer Fishing, River Dee 
 
Stay in luxury hotels such as:

• Deerstalking 
• Pheasant 

• Grouse, Partridge, Snipe 
• Salmon and Trout fishing 

OR stay in a castle or lodge on the estate close to the activity. 

• 40,000 acres, old red deer forest, set in forests and rugged mountains. Stag stalking 
from September to 20 October, 2/3 beats. Also fishing for brown trout, pike, ferox 
trout. 

• 50,000 hectares, moorland, farmland, woodland. Excellent red stag stalking with roe 
deer and hinds. Accompanied by estate stalker. Also walked up red grouse shooting. 
Rough game shooting in November/December. Also salmon fishing. Each beat, three 
rods with gillie if required. 

• Heather, woods arable land and river. Sporting partridges, September/October; 
driven and walked up days. Driven pheasants. Grouse and duck flights. Also stalking 
red deer. Also fly fishing, water up to eight rods, best months 
August/September/October. From May brown trout dry fly and wet fly. 
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• Secluded glen with loch surrounded by mountains with views to the sea. Salmon and 
Sea Trout fishing mid June to October 15. Three beats, a spate river, fly fishing. Trout 
fishing also with boat. Also deer stalking from mid July. Limited snipe and 
woodcock. 

• Island with 50,000 acres of moors, lochs, hills, woods, farmland. Always close to the 
sea. Trout lochs, some with boats. Salmon and Sea Trout also on the river. Deer 
stalking especially large stags or hinds and roe stalking in woods. Some opportunity 
for shooting – pheasant, hare, snipe, woodcock, duck. 

o Also – Golf, visit whisky distilleries, bird life 

• Island with about 35,000 acres rugged countryside, six river systems, nine freshwater 
locks, five ghillies available. Sea trout and Salmon fishing – excellent. Exciting deer 
stalking, walked up grouse. Also fishing from boats, only by fly – best is by the dap 
and wet fly. 

o Castle accommodation, dates from 1860s. Located in a bay with Atlantic 
views and next to a salmon and sea trout river. 

• Set in Highlands with 10,000 acres with narrow glens, corries and rough mountains; 
well renowned pine forest excellent shelter for deer in the winter. Deer stalking in 
beautiful scenery, late August until October. The lock is renowned for trout fishing; 
also salmon fishing. 

o Excellent lodge accommodation. 

• A 16,000 estate surrounded by mountains on the west coast, a wild and area of 
beautiful wilderness. Deer stalking, stags from end August to early October and hind 
from November to February. Some of the stalking is only available by boat. Also 
fishing on the loch for ferox. Brown Trout. 

• Island with 23,000 acre estate with heather moorland, woodland, glens, ravines, 
woods, lochs, rivers. Deer Stalking, red and roe deer. Also sea trout, brown trout. 
Also shooting woodcock with 16 days per year. Also walk up grouse shooting; 
pheasant partridge and snipe. 

• 10,000 acres in the Scottish Highlands providing excellent grouse shooting, both 
driven and walked up on the moors. Also fly salmon fishing, roe buck stalking. 

• Estate with pines/silver birch trees, ponds providing partridge shooting from early 
September and driven pheasant and partridge from early October to end of January. 
Different shooting opportunities: fast, straight, fast curlers, standard high, birds from 
three directions; partridge just off the ground near the beach. 

• 18,000 acres of low ground to rugged mountain scenery with excellent heather moor. 
Driven and walked up grouse shooting; driven late August/September. Experienced 
and organised keepers. 

•  
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• Beautiful wooded valley, open parkland two trout locks with boats. Fly fishing only. 
Thirty shooting days per year, pheasants, ducks and partridges. 

o Castle hotel accommodation. Dates back to 1346, mainly built in 1820. 
o Two championship golf courses nearby in top 50 of Britain and Ireland. 
o Yacht Chartering is available nearby. 

REQUIREMENTS: Sportsmen are required to hold appropriate licences and certificates for use 
of sporting weapons.
